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The Tithe Barn which
originates from the late 14th
Century was associated with

the adjoining Croyland Abbey
which was itself a lay outpost

of Croyland Abbey in Lincolnshire.
Following fire damage in 1972
the Tithe Barn was restored
and was formally opened by

the Earl and Countess
Spencer in March 1978.
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
